2009 has taken us back home to Oklahoma, to some churches in Texas and all the 
way to Massachusetts.  It has been exciting to see God work in the faith of His 
people as they catch the burden for the untold millions in Slovenia.  We rejoice at 
the addition of churches that have chosen to co-labor with us as we take the Good 
News to this forgotten field.   
 
We still anxiously await news that churches where we have already presented the 
field will soon begin supporting us monthly.  We are almost to our goal for raising 
support and if these churches come through then we will certainly be finished and 
on our way to Slovenia in the next few weeks. 
 
That brings up some information we received on our entrance visa.  We completed 
the visa application in early December and I allowed time for the holidays and 
waited until the first week of January before I contacted them to ensure that 
everything was going well.  They then informed me that I had filled out the wrong 
forms (which were supplied by them) and that I needed to fill out our applications 
on a different form, which of course had different supporting document 
requirements that needed to be translated and authenticated.  The bottom line was 
– we had to start over.  I have since submitted the correct application and the 
turnaround time can be as long as 3 months.  Because of that, we now are 
preparing for a departure date of May of this year.  This is later than we had 
planned but we understand that this was completely out of our control and God 
certainly knows about it. 
 
We are eager to leave as quickly as possible but understand that we can’t go ahead 
of God.  We started full-time deputation in January of 2008 and are very grateful 
for all that God has done in this year to increase our faith and trust in Him as well 
as our monetary support.  Thank you to all of you who have faithfully prayed for 
our safety and protection over the entire time of our deputation.  God has answered 
your prayers.  Now please pray for a quick resolution to this visa application and 
that God would prepare hearts now for our soon arrival.
