Dear Pastor and Church, 
 
Greetings from wet and green Slovenia.  We understand how it is so green here all through 
the year now.  It does make everything beautiful with all the flowers blooming.  Most 
importantly though, minds are also blooming here in Slovenia.  Please understand that 
when we came to Slovenia, there were and still are no other Independent Baptist 
missionaries working here.  There are a handful of small Baptist works scattered across 
this country either from the communist era or the work of Southern Baptists.  The total 
number of believers in this country of 2 million would easily number less than 500 in my 
estimation.  After being here for 6 months we are beginning to become acquainted with 
the people of Slovenia, and we are starting to understand why there are so few believers.  
People here have to overcome so much.  They have a tradition of catholicism that is very 
deeply rooted.  Even most atheists here consider themselves catholic.  When they consider 
our relationship with Christ, they think they would have to turn their backs on their family 
and their beliefs of centuries.  This is a difficult hurdle to overcome.   
 
In addition to this, when we present the plan of salvation to folks here, it is a foreign 
concept to them.  They have never heard of anything like it.  It would not be very different 
from someone trying to convert you or I to Buddhism.  We know nothing of it and its 
concepts are so different from ours.  In spite of this, we are continuing to present God’s 
plan of redemption through Jesus Christ to those who will listen.  They struggle with it 
and ask their questions.  The Holy Spirit in us answers their questions and they are forced 
to reconsider.  Still it is difficult for them to give it over without much consideration.  This 
is where we are.  But as the snow in the higher elevations begins melting, so it is with the 
hearts of the people we are dealing with.  We continue to have new people come to our 
Bible studies and this is encouraging.  Please pray for all of these; Joe, Polona, Peter, 
Mojca, Andrej J, Andrej D, Gregor, Ales, Janez, Anna, Jurij and another Andrej D.  
God is working in each of these. 
 
Our language study has begun and it is a challenge.  For proficiency in the Slovenian 
language, it is said to require 1100 hours of instruction.  Obviously, we do not have that 
much time to invest.  We must work very hard and then ask God to give us the gift of the 
language as we did in our internship in Brazil.  God blessed then and we have no reason to 
doubt Him now in our time of need.  We do ask 
that you pray with us concerning the 
language study. 
 
One last item of prayer is the prospect of 
some fellow laborers coming to help with a 
short-term visit.  Pray for their fund 
raising and all the other details that 
arise. 
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
