As you know, we have been waiting for a response from the Slovenian government 
for five months concerning our visa application.  On June the 10th, we received a 
package.  Krista and I prayed before we opened the package.  We prayed that God 
would give us peace with whatever was in it.  In the package was a short letter, 
with a sentence which said, “your application has been denied.”   
 
As you can imagine, we were disappointed.  However, immediately we 
remembered everything that God has done to get us to this point.  How He has 
supplied our every need.  How He has protected as we have travelled on 
deputation.  God, so graciously, gave us a message that night at church by Bro. 
Dave McCracken about faith.  It was exactly what we needed.  We do have the 
peace that we prayed for before we opened that envelope. 
 
Because no reason was given for our denial in the letter, we called the Embassy 
and found that it was because we did not have an organizational sponsor in the 
country.  Even though we followed the directions of the Embassy of Slovenia, it 
did not matter.  Now we have to investigate our other options.  This will involve a 
quick trip to Slovenia to gather information.  As you read this letter, I am either 
preparing or am already there as I leave on July 6 and will return on July 13.  I 
want to accomplish much while I am there.   
 
Please pray for wisdom and direction for us as we seek the Lord about which 
path to take.  We know that God has reasons for this and certainly want to do 
everything that He would have us do and in the way that He would have us do it.  
We are ready to go and are just waiting to receive this visa and begin the work in 
Slovenia.
