Up until last month, we had been hosting Bible studies to address the existence of God.  It 
is difficult to present a redemption plan to someone if they do not believe in the existence 
of a God who wants to redeem them.  We wanted to go further with some folks though and 
our desire was to have a meeting that would resemble a service that would be very 
common in American churches with singing and a direct message from Scripture.  We had 
been doing these services for our family since we arrived and decided to open it up to 
whoever wanted to come.  We worked and 
planned for that first Sunday evening meeting 
and God blessed. Counting our family of six, we 
had a total of 14 people.  What an encouragement 
that was for our first church-type service.  This is 
a picture of those who attended that first service. 
 
Since that first meeting, though circumstances have happened with vacations and sickness 
and other factors that led to no one showing up for a few weeks except for our family.  At 
this point, we sensed that God was showing us that we needed to expand our outreach to 
an area where we had greater opportunity for making contacts.  About six miles from our 
village, there is a larger town with about 40,000 people.  We began searching for a place 
to meet and God has blessed us with a great place.  It is a cultural center that is not used on 
Sundays and has the capacity to seat about 100 people, possibly more.  It has another 
smaller room that could be used for a children’s church/nursery.  It has a platform, sound 
system, built-in welcome center and restrooms and is located in the center of the city.  God 
is good! 
 
This week we also received two visitors from Tennessee who have come for a short-term 
mission trip for a month.  We have been distributing tracts that advertise our location in 
the downtown area and we will see what God 
does this weekend for our first service in this 
city.  Pray for this first service.  So much 
depends on first impressions and we want 
everything to go as smoothly as possible.  
Pray that as we continue to pass out tracts 
and make contacts that we can be led by 
the Holy Spirit in how we deal with each 
one.  Pray for open hearts to receive the 
Gospel message and pray for us as the 
Gospel messengers.
