Myriads of thoughts ran through our heads about how it could be 
improved.   
 
As we stood at the window discussing our next strategy, at 7:10, we see two people 
walking down the street toward our house.  It was Joze, the man I asked prayer for in the 
last letter and a woman named Mojca, a friend of his.  Praise the Lord!  Our first visitors to 
Bible study!  As they came in, they told us that there were others coming, but that they 
would be a little late.  Peter and Polona arrived about 30 minutes later.  Four people for 
our first meeting!  Glory!   
 
What we did not expect was that these four people would stay in our house wrestling with 
difficult questions about whether God even exists until almost 11:00 at night!  These 
discussions have been intense since then and I feel that we are making ground.  Two of the 
four are atheists while the other two are nominally catholic.  Pray for these four people, 
Joze, Mojca, Peter and Polona that they would fully understand the plan of salvation and 
make a decision for Christ.  Pray also for Andrej, another atheist who we have met 
recently and Tjasa, a girl that we have had many conversations with but has yet to come 
to a meeting.  Pray also for our landlord Ales.  Just today he agreed to come to our next 
meeting. 
 
Some time ago, I spotted a vacant building in a great location in the center of our village.  
It would be perfect for a meeting place for a church.  Pray that we can come to an 
agreement with the owner about renting it at an affordable rate.  Also, we have yet to 
resolve our visa situation but it looks like a 
decision on it is imminent as we have 
submitted yet more paperwork. Please pray 
that the final decision will come and that it 
would allow us to continue to be here.
